JSC Announces $3
Fee Increase for the
Spring 2008 Season

This past season the Johnston Soccer Club moved to an
on-line registration system which was an overwhelming
success. Over 80% of recently surveyed Club
membership rated the service as good or excellent. This
allowed members to conveniently use a credit card for
payment and register any time. This also allowed the Club
to build an accurate e-mail communication system which
has benefited coaches and families.

However, service always comes with a cost and as a result
fees will be raised in the Spring. This past season the Club
absorbed all additional charges to make sure the on-line
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system functioned well and membership benefited. The
costs incurred by the club to do this were in excess of
$5,000. The decision was made by the Board that the
costs would be shared by the Club and the membership
for the Spring 2008 season.

To assist with these additional costs, JSC is adding a
processing charge of $3 to partially cover the costs for
online registration. The club will absorb an additional
$1.50 per registrant. Paper registrations will be the same
to cover the costs of entering these players into the
system.

We appreciation your understanding of our need to share
costs. We look forward to another successful year!
